TUITION SCHOLARSHIPS

Thanks to generous donors need-based tuition assistance is available to select
students. Families in need should submit an application through the FACTS
financial aid application available at chestertonri.org/financial-aid. FACTS is a
nationally recognized tuition and financial assessment company used by all
schools in the Diocese of Providence. Awards will be determined by a family's
financial need and financial aid resources available, and can directly reduce the
tuition owed Chesterton Academy.

DIOCESE OF PROVIDENCE ASSISTANCE

All families that submit the FACTS financial aid application by February 18th 2024
are eligible for consideration of tuition assistance from the Diocese of Providence.
No separate application is required. Families will be notified by Chesterton
Academy of any diocesan assistance.

PARISH ASSISTANCE

Local parishes are strong supporters of Catholic education and have funds
earmarked to support their parishioners in securing a quality Catholic education
for their children. While the exact steps vary by parish, we strongly encourage
families to enquire what the process is at their parish. Parish assistance plays a
significant role for many Chesterton families.

LOCAL ORGANIZATION SCHOLARSHIPS

Most local non-profit and religious organizations, such as the Knights of
Columbus, may offer scholarships for students attending Catholic high schools.
Families should reach to the Grand Knight of their local Knights of Columbus
council to see if they have a scholarship program.
